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Bermuda is an unusual
and rare commodity, a
sub-tropical island group
nestled in the mid-north
Atlantic. Situated about
650 miles directly east

of North Carolina, the
®$-hook shaped chain

of seven primary islands
(along with over a
hundred smaller islands) is
a coral structure crowning
the peak of an extensive
seamount rising out of
the deep Atlantic.

Bermuda owes
its marine environment
and tropical nature to
the Gulf Stream, that
massive oceanic current
sweeping up the east
coast of South America,
"o wing north through
the Straits of Florida and
bordering the islands of
Bermuda. This rich, warm
water creates Bermuda's
tropical environment,

allowing the gjrowth of
extensive hard coral reefs
populated with tropical
®$ and invertebrate
species seldom found this
far north in the Atlantic.

For early, adventuresome
seafarers from the 16th
century on, Bermuda
presented the ideal
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stopping off point in
transit between Europe
and the Americas. It
served as a place to
relax, replenish provisions
and to trade goods. But
the reefs surrounding
Bermuda presented a
challenge... and danger!
Leaping unexpectedly
up out of the deep blue,
these reefs have caught
many a vessel unaware
and the evidence of
these doomed ships is
found everywhere.
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Reef near th€Magyia

More than 300 wrecks
spanning ®ve centuries,
have been documented
around the island,
beginning with the wreck
of the Sea Venture in
1609. Bermuda is the
undisputed shipwreck
capital of the Atlantic

and this is the siren song
for many visiting divers.
Currently, some two
dozen of the ®nest wrecks
are on the standard roster
for divers with others
available on request.
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ut, while Bermuda
does boast the
greatest abundance of
natural shipwrecks in the
Atlantic, it would be
a mistake for divers to
ignore the potential of
this massive reef system.
There are well over 200
square miles of reef,

diving is done in shallow
waters, seldom deeper
than 60 feet, making it
an ideal environment
for every level of diver.
The summer, when
waters warm to 80
degrees Fahrenheit
plus, is the most
popular time but

and not only "at reefs
but blue holes, spur and
groove ravines, caverns
and swim-throughs
waiting to be explored.
The vast majority of

suits, diving is excellent
year-round.

Topside, Bermuda
sparkles with a culture

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Bermuda Shipwrecks
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Blanche King

A 192-foot classic American
wooden schooner launched
in 1887 and ran into the reefin
1920. Wreck includes bronze
spikes, anchor winch, mast
rigging and deadeyes.

A 350-foot British mail-and-
passenger steamer hit the reef
in 1923 and now sits in 30 feet
of water. Wreckage includes
the ship's anchor attached to
the colossal anchor winch,
massive boilers, a steam en-
gine and steel masts.

Constellation

This  fourmasted-wooden-

hulled, 192-foot American

schooner served as a cago

vessel in World War l. It fell

victim to the reef in 1943 and

sank in 30 feet of water with

cement sacks, 700 cases of
Scotch whisky and thousands
of glass ampules.

CrI Colon

At 499 feet, this Spanish trans-
Atlantic luxury liner, Bermuda's

largest shipwreck, went down

in 1936. Resting in 20-55 feet
of water, hundreds of relics re-

main including boilers, steam

turbines and propellers.

Darlington

This 286-foot steel-hulled
freighter made a navigation-
al error and sank in 1881 en
route from New Orleans to
Bremen. It lies in 20-35 feet of
water. Steam boilers, propel-
ler shaft and deck winches
highlight the dive.

Hermes

Built in 1943, this former U.S.
Navy buoy tender was sunk
as an arti@ial reef in 1984.
Fully intact, it sits upright in
the sand at 80 feet with its
mast, wheelhouse, cago
hold and deck winch available
for exploration.

Iristo (Aristo)

This 250-foot  Norwegian
freighter followed the Cris-
tobol Colon onto the reef in
1937. It now sits in 50 feetof
water with its stearn 20 feet
below the surface.

The Kate

A 200-foot Brigantine rigged,

English-built iron steamer,
she was en pute to Le Havre,
France when she struck a eef
in 1878. Today she sits in 45
feet of water, with her boilers,

engine, propeller shaft and

deck winches still visible.
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Lartington

A 245-foot steel freighter trav-
elling from Savannah, Geor
gia to Russia with a cargo of
cotton sank in a storm in 1879.
It rests in 15-35 feet of water
with boilers, bow and stern
and propeller still visible.

L'H erminie

This French 60-gun three-
masted wooden-hulled war-
ship was rturning home after
battle in Mexico and crashed
into the reef in 1838. Dozens
of giant 9-foot-long cannons
remain scattered on the ocean
“oorin 25-30 feet of water.

This 345-foot steel hulled
passenger ship operating
under the Canadian ag ran
aground in 1903 while making
a planned stop in Bermuda.
She lies in 25-30 feet of water
southwest of North Rock.

Mary Celestia

Built in England, this 225-foot
side-paddlewheel  steamer
served as a Confederate
blockade runner  during
America's Civil War. It hit the
reef and sank in 1864 and
now rests in 55 feet of water
with one of its coral-encrust-
ed paddlewheels standing
upright.

Minnie Breslauer

This 300-foot steel-hulled
English freighter was on its
maiden voyage from Portu-
gal to New York with a cargo
of wine, dried fruit and cork
when it sank in 1873. Rest-
ing in 35-70 feet of water, its
remains include the ship's
propeller, steam boilers
and wheelhouse.

Montana

A 236-foot side-paddlewheel

steamer, this Civil War block-

ade runner sank in 1863. It is
encrusted with soft and hard

corals and lies in 30 feet with

its boilers and paddle-

wheel intact.

North Carolina

This 205-foot English ion-
hulled barque struck the reef
in 1880 on New Year's Day. It
sits upright in 25-40 feet of
water with its bowsprit, sail rig-
ging and deadeyes in place.

Pelinaion

When it sank in 1940, this 385-
foot steel-hulled fr eighter was
travelling from West Africa to
Baltimore carrying iron ore.
In 55 feet of water, its giant
boiler and engine stand up-
right and come within 10 feet
of the surface.

Pollockshields

This 323-foot British supply
ship was carrying ammunition
from Wales to Bermuda to
support the garrison when it
ran into the reef in 1915. Its
wreckage sits in 15-30 feet
and includes two boilers,
an enormous engine and
large propeller.

Rita Zovetta

A 1924 hurricane brought this
360-foot Italian cargo ship to
restin 20-70 feet of water. This
huge ship is semipenetrable.

Taunton

This 228-foot Danish steamer
was en route from Norfolk,
Virginia, with her cargo of coal
and ran into the reef and sank
in 1920. In 10-40 feet of wate
are its bow, triple-expansion
engine and boilers.

Xing Da

The U.S. Coast Guad seized
this 221-foot Cantonese
freighter in 1996 while at-
tempting to smuggle 83 Chi-

nese nationals into the U.S. It
was sunk in 1997 as an arti®
cial reef. The wreck is home to
larger species of marine life.
